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Cyberspace and its associated technologies offer unprecedented opportunities to
the United States and are vital to our Nation’s security and, by extension, to all aspects of
military operations. Yet our increasing dependency on cyberspace, alongside a growing
array of cyber threats and vulnerabilities, adds a new element of risk to our national
security. To address this risk effectively and to secure freedom of action in cyberspace,
the Department of Defense requires a command that possesses the required technical
capability and remains focused on the integration of cyberspace operations. Further, this
command must be capable of synchronizing warfighting effects across the global security
environment as well as providing support to civil authorities and international partners.
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(CDRUSSTRATCOM) is directed to establish a subordinate unified command
designated as U.S. Cyber Command (USCYBERCOM). In conjunction with the
establishment of USCYBERCOM and the development of a new national strategy for
cybersecurity, the Under Secretary of Defense for Policy will lead a review of policy and
strategy to develop a comprehensive approach to DoD cyberspace operations.
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
